To uphold fire safety standards, staff must:
· 🧠 Understand the fire safety policy and emergency procedures
· 🚨 Participate in termly fire drills and evacuation practices
· 🧯 Know the location and use of fire extinguishers and alarms
· 📝 Record any fire-related incidents or hazards immediately
· 🗣️ Communicate calmly and clearly during evacuations
· 🧒 Ensure all children are accounted for at the assembly point
· 🧑‍🏫 Support children with additional needs during evacuations
· 📋 Report any blocked exits, faulty equipment, or safety concerns
· 🧑‍⚕️ Receive fire safety training during induction and refreshers
